Where are the horses kept?

We have box stalls and paddock stalls located in our barn.  There are run-in sheds with larger paddocks available as well.  On ‘nice’ days, horses in the barn are turned out to pasture and brought back in later that day.  Horses that are in paddocks may also be turned out to pasture if suitable.  During very cold or very hot days, the stalled horses are brought in so they have more cover.  The paddock areas have large shelters and a wooded area bordering them to help block wind and sun.
Since horses are herd animals, they can get lonely and bored if left by themselves.  After new arrivals have been at the barn for a few days, we begin to work on fitting them into the herd.  To start with, we determine what other horses they may relate to with a minimum level of stress.  Generally within a few weeks they have become comfortable in their new home and have found a few friends for themselves.

Note:  Children under the age of 16 are to be supervised by a parent/adult on-site when working with or riding the horse, particular care being given during the first few weeks when the horse is settling in.
